Gaining teaching experience as a language teacher is not enough to provide automatic professional
development, for we do not learn much from experience as much as we learn from reflecting on that
experience. Reflective practice generally means that language teachers take the responsibility of
examining their professional practice, by systematically collecting evidence about their beliefs and
practices both inside and outside the classroom so that they can not only improve the quality of their
instruction but also provide better opportunities for their students to learn. Thus, experience combined
with systematic reflection can lead to professional growth so that we can become more effective teachers.
